6. Please no signs taped to our light poles.  Also, no signs nailed to our entry signs or trees, either!  They will be removed immediately. 

7. Do not dump oil or clean your radiators out over the storm sewers.  Pollutants kill fish and natural wildlife in our creek.

8. Call Police any time you see or experience any kind of vandalism!

9. Read your restrictive covenants.  A partial list is included in this directory.

10. Please report code violations to the Mayor’s Action Center at 596-2100.

11. No one is allowed in the park or on the pool property after dark unless there is a scheduled activity.

12. Let’s be quality neighbors...Remember that others see your property morning, noon and night.  Be thoughtful in keeping your property in order.
